B. Naval Academy [Ref(a) , RTM 17.2 , MPM 1531-010]


1. Requirements



a. 4 year college education training as midshipman

b. At least 17, but not older than 23rd birthday as of 01 July of the year entering the Academy

c. Unmarried, not pregnant, and have no legal responsibility to support children or other individuals

d. Min SAT - Math/Verbal combo of 1050

e. Min ACT - Math/Verbal combo of 46
f. Students at the Naval Academy are Midshipman, US Navy, receiving pay of a midshipman plus tuition, room and board



g. Must obligate for 5 years active duty and 3 years Reserve upon initial commission

2. Naval Academy Preparatory School (NAPS) 


a. Preparation for Academy rigors


b. Completion carries a direct appointment to the Academy


C. ECP [Ref (a) , MPM 1530-010 , RTM 17.6 ]



1. Active duty military with previous college credits

2. Personnel must be able to finish their degree in 30 months (36 for technical degrees

3. Basic Eligibility


a. At least 22 / Max: be able to get degree prior to 31st birthday


b. Min 4 years ACDU


c. GPA of 2.5 or better on 4.0 scale


d. Possess ACT/SAT scores (no min)


e. Agree to 6YO

4. Medical Enlisted Commissioning Program (MECP) [Ref (a)]
a. Up to 36 months study at a university having an accredited nursing program

b. Eligibility


1. Complete degree prior to 35th birthday


2. Min 30 semester hours, completed


3. Min 3 years ACDU


4. Complete baccalaureate degree within 36 months


D. Seaman to Admiral [Ref (a)]
1. STA program is a full-time undergraduate education and commissioning program that provide a max of 36 months to complete a baccalaureate degree Navy-funded Undergraduate program

2. Basically ECP for requirements except as follows

a. Must be at least 22, but not more than 27 in the year of application

b. Must be E5 or above OR E4 who has PNA'd exam

c. SAT/ACT: No min [1000 SAT/44 ACT] - Competitive scores
